Bus Driver General Duties

1. Transport children to and from the Relief Nursery Monday and Wednesday.

3.  Find coverage for routes if you are unable to drive the route/routes for the day.

4. Adhere to all staff policies regarding confidentiality of families and children attending the Relief Nursery.

5.  Attend all-staff meeting at 3:00 P.M. on the first Wednesday of each month and other meeting/training when requested.

6. Check children’s head for lice and nits before having children get into their car seat. Notify the parents if the child is unable to attend the program due to lice.

7. Have complete understanding and knowledge of therapeutic practice.
